     It happens every year.  There are notices in the newspa-
per, on websites, anguished emails and phone calls to 
Rescuers saying ,  ñMy dog was frightened by the fire-
works and ran away .  I canôt find him/her, or even them .ò. 
 

 Please remember: 
 

1. When a dog runs from sudden loud noises, they run fast and 

they run far.  They run to places they have never been before 

and do not know how to get home again.  They also will not 

stop and look before they cross a road or a highway! 

 

2. Although you may enjoy watching the beautiful display in the 

sky, your dog only hears the noise and they donôt like it!!  

Donôt expect them to sit quietly beside you as you watch a 

firework display.  

 

3. Sudden loud noises do not, unfortunately, occur only on the 

4th of July.  They may, and do, occur in the week before and 

after the 4th! 

 

4. Be careful even if you have your dog on a leash.  As you know, 

a sheltieôs head is smaller than his neck, and even in the ap-

propriate type of collar (a martingale or slip chain), they can 

be very clever at ducking their heads to get out of that collar! 

 

5. Hopefully your dogs are already microchipped.  If not, con-

sider getting that done.  It is something you will never regret, 

whether it is the 4th of July or the 23rd January.  Hey, you 

never know!!

                              ACUPUNCTUREðDoes it do any good?? 

 
What is it? Acupuncture is a technique of inserting very fine needles into special points of 

the body to relieve pain or for therapeutic purposes.  Although it is a centuries old practice in 

China, it is still controversial in some Western medical circles.  The World Health Organiza-

tion published a review of controlled trials using acupuncture and concluded it was effective 

for the treatment of 28 conditions (in humans) and there was evidence to suggest it may be 

effective for several dozen more.  (Source:  Wikipedia) 

 

Are you trying to tell me that DOGS can receive Acupuncture??     Yup!  That is exactly what 

I am going to discuss!  Please note - the vet doing the Acupuncture undergoes a course of 

study and then does an internship with another vet before adding Acupuncture to the list of 

services he or she provides.  (We recommend that you only use someone qualified as a veteri-

narian as well as in acupuncture.) 

 

What conditions respond well to Acupuncture?  In canines, acupuncture has frequently been 

effective in issues of back pain and general arthritis.  It can also help with gastro-intestinal 

issues, dermatological conditions, neurological problems such as epilepsy and can provide re-

lief from chronic pain such as occurs in dogs with cancer.  This does not mean that one should 

use acupuncture totally as a replacement of traditional medicine.  It can be combined with 

traditional medicines or used if such methods do not prove successful or even tried before de-

ciding upon surgery for a particular condition. 

 

Does it always work?  Would I see results immediately?   It does not ñalwaysò work any more 

than a particular antibiotic works successfully for everyone.  Dogs are as individual as hu-

mans and not every dog will respond as well as the ódog next doorô.   As far as results, some 

dogs show a successful response after a single treatment.  More commonly, though, three or 

more treatments may be required to see the full benefit.   

 

Sam, I am guessing you have used it for your own shelties!  Tell me about your experiences. 

 

My Bethany is over 18 years old and arthritic.  She has trouble getting up without assistance 

and no longer asks to go on walks.  I take her for an acupuncture session about every six 

weeks.  She is now very ill with a number of health issues, but after her acupuncture last 

week, she was able to get to her feet by herself, she asked for short walks, and she had a huge 

sheltie grin on her face!!

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Logan (Fayr Wynds Luck of the Irish) is 10 years old.  He has had epilepsy since he was 5 and he 

has had nasal cancer since Dec 2008.  Nasal cancer is a terminal illness and it can be very painful 

as it destroys the nasal septum, pushes into the sinus cavities, begins destroying the facial bone 

structure, etc.  It is a very nasty disease and all of us (Darla & Ernie, Sam & Alan) decided against 

more aggressive therapies in favor of hospice and palliative care - in other words, we just wanted 

to give Logan the best quality of life we could as long as we could - before the pain became too bad.  

In early March, a specialist estimated Logan probably only had another 2 or 3 months to live. 

 

In April, I knew Logan had pain - he was only eating sporadically and he dropped 2 pounds.  He 

acted depressed and spent a lot of time in corners.  Dr Coral Turman (Creekside) started him on 

Rimadyl and I asked her to give Logan acupuncture.  She said she would, but many dogs would 

not tolerate needles in their noses and on their heads.  Logan did!!  Logan goes in for weekly treat-

ments.  He has regained the 2 pounds he lost.  Every week he seems to be healthier and happier.   

 

Donôt get me wrong!  Logan still has cancer.  I can see changes continue as the tumor grows.  Just 

before Logan is due for his next treatment, I can see him start to slow down a bit.  But the acu-

puncture perks him up, his appetite once again improves, and I think the past 4 weeks have been 

the best of his entire life.  

 

Once the pain doesnôt respond to treatment, we will let him go in peace.   Meanwhile, we are all so 

very grateful that Logan has had these days of joy!  I am also very grateful that Pain Management 

is something that Dr Turman studied as a particular interest of hers.
